Finance/Treasurer's News

At the May Vestry meeting it was approved to engage PayPro payroll company to provide
payroll services for our employees. Starting with October 1-14, 2023 pay period our employees
will be on the PayPro system. Carol McCracken our longtime and faithful payroll manager will
continue to manage payroll data entry and temporary worker payroll with assistance from our
bookkeeper Liz Villalva.

The monthly financial reports are posted on the St. Francis Patio bulletin board for all to review.
We are still running below pledged income so it would be helpful if all pledges could be brought
"up-to-date” before the end of the year. We have 2 unexpected expenses due to the rain this
winter. We had to replace/repair the sump pump that keeps St. Claire's Patio drained and as you
may have noticed the church roof is leaking in several locations. We have received several bids
to repair the roof and it looks like the repairs will run about $8,000. Most of the roofing
companies are overbooked so our repairs will not be scheduled until December 2023.

It is vital that you all participate in the stewardship campaign and make your financial
contribution intentions known. To hire a fulltime rector we will need to be able to budget
$115,000-$125,000/year for the position.

Thank you for all you do to keep St. Matthias thriving!

By the time we are collectively enjoying this November Messenger anticipating the beauty of
Thanksgiving, Advent, and Christmastide, we have begun the home stretch of our Rooted in
Abundance Stewardship Campaign 2023.

This journey we have taken together has been a complete pleasure for me.

During the Campaign, we have had the opportunity to candidly share our thoughts with each
other on the current state of Saint Matthias, the viability of its future, and the evolving role it
should play in the 21% Century. These interactions with you have shaped and re-shaped my
perspectives on Saint Matthias and its future.

During the Campaign, we have enjoyed hearing from our fellow parishioners on the role Saint
Matthias plays in their lives, the community, and the world. We have been treated to Chapel Talk
presentations by Bill Geiger, Eileen Weiss, Glenn and Terry Dodd, J.D. Neal, and Jan Biby.
Each of these speakers expressed in their own unique and inspiring ways what Saint Matthias
and the Saint Matthias Community mean in their lives and how important it is to support the
Saint Matthias mission.

During the Campaign, we have also dreamed together of a reinvigorated community, of an
educational and theological center of excellence, of vibrant reading book discussions, of a Soup
Hour with homemade soup and homemade bread for those in need as well as for the Whittier
community at large, of a tranquil Saint Francis Patio offering a midday respite for uptown
workers, and of a church life full of baptisms, confirmations, and weddings.

As | have conveyed in previous summaries, to sustain our vibrant ministries, cultivate new ones
and secure a financial foundation for us to fund a full-time rector, we set aggressive financial and
spiritual goals for our Stewardship Campaign 2023. Funding for such a full-time rector position
is considerable and means that our financial pledges must grow from two-thirds of the operating
budget to three-fourths. As such, we targeted for our campaign between 75 to 100 pledges
totaling between $350,000 and $400,000 in income. At the time that we are reading this article,
we will have a much better and perhaps much more sober understanding of how close we came
to our goals.

For those of you who have already submitted your pledge, | want to thank you for your love and
generosity for supporting Saint Matthias, its Gifts, Ministries, and Services, and the Divine Love
it imbues in all of us.



For those who have not yet carved out time to complete and submit your Pledge Cards, please
realize that every pledge counts. Consider the void that would be left without our Saint Matthias
Community. Amidst the turmoil of our contemporary life (the devastation of climate change on
our world, world hunger and poverty, and rampant violence), it is my sincere belief that we need
more communities like Saint Matthias instilling in ourselves and the world Divine Love and
Compassion.
